These decisions include what social distance we will be asked to comply with,
whether a remote option is available, and what the quarantine rules will be for a positive case within a school. We will
continue to seek clarity from our districts and SUNY/NYSED in the coming weeks and months on these topics.

There are also a set of safety guidelines that we upheld during the 2020-21 school year regarding mitigation
strategies within the school. We don’t expect to receive clear recommendations from our districts on the specific
strategies we should implement in these cases until closer to the start of school, so we will adjust our plans
accordingly once updated CDC guidance is released.
